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CR Zero 2020 – info for street population
We believe that no one should be sleeping on the streets and it’s time to find new ways to end long-term street homelessness in Croydon for good. To achieve this, we are running a campaign called CR Zero 2020, with the aim of ending chronic rough sleeping in Croydon by 2020.

Flyer 3: San Diego (USA)
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Surveying about Homelessness in Downtown San Diego
